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1. Editorial 
 

 
 
 
In this last issue for 2006 we present the total numbers of rabies cases for this 
year, the number of tested animals as well as the report for the 4th quarter 2006. 
The number of reported rabies cases has decreased in comparison with the 
previous year by more than 600 cases, to a total of 9172.  
However, this encouraging development does not reflect the whole rabies 
situation in Europe. Some Eastern European countries such as Lithuania or the 
Republic of Belarus face increasing numbers of rabies cases. To cover this aspect, 
the miscellaneous article refers to the recent developments in the rabies 
situation in the Republic of Belarus. With more than 25.000 post exposure 
prophylactic treatments (PEP) during 2006 rabies is not only a financial burden 
but also caused 2 human fatalities. As seen on the map of rabies cases in Europe, 
this is a trans-border problem and long-term results in rabies control and 
elimination can only be achieved with collaborations and joint efforts between 
neighbouring countries.  
To provide more information in this respect, for the first time we present the 
area covered by OIF* programmes in Europe in 2006. All countries with OIF 
programmes are encouraged to send their data on vaccination areas annually to 
the RBE.

3.1 Rabies in Belarus

The Republic of Belarus is situated in 
the centre of Europe. The region 
borders the Russian Federation in 
the north and east, Ukraine in the 
south, Poland in the west and in the 
north-west with Lithuania and Latvia. 
The Republic has a territory of 
207,600 km2 and more than 9.75 
million inhabitants as of 01.01.2006. 
Belarus has always been considered 
an endemic country for rabies, and 
the number of persons bitten by sick 
animals has been several times 
higher than in the adjacent countries 
both before and after World War II 
[1, 2]. 
Human rabies cases and the 
prevalence have been registered 
since 1923 while surveillance in 
animals started in 1946. Since then 
36 persons died from rabies. The last 
2 cases were registered in 2006. 
According to data from the State 
Veterinary Centre outbreaks of 

rabies among animals were 
registered in Belarus in 1971-1972, 
1974-1977, 1979-1983 and 1985-
1987. From 1988 to 1995, only 
sporadic cases of illness in animals 
were registered. The latest epizootic 
started in 1996 and still continues. 
While in 1995 only 14 animals were 
tested rabies positive, the number 
increased more than 80-fold to 1171 
in 2003. In 2004 the number of 
animals tested positive was 224, but 
again increased in following years up 
to 1614 in 2006 (Figure 1) Also a 
significant enlargement of the 
infected territory was seen. While in 
1996 only 25 of 118 administrative 
regions (22.9%) were affected, 
rabies in animals was registered in 
112 administrative regions (94.9%)

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The highest numbers of rabies cases 
in animals were registered in the 
north-western regions of the republic, 
bordering Lithuania and Latvia. But 
cases also increased in the south-
eastern parts of Gomel region. Here, 
restriction zones after the nuclear 
catastrophe at Chernobyl, the 
number of wild animals increased 
enormously, especially wolves and 
foxes, leading to a massive rabies 
reservoir. Rabid wild animals spread 
the disease by attacking other wild 
as well as domestic animals. Control 
methods for densely populated areas 
in that region sometimes included 
drastic measures such as the use of 
military units in order to reduce the 
number of rabid or rabies susceptible 
wild animals.This epidemiological 
analysis of rabies in the Republic of 
Belarus covers the recent years from 
2001 until 2006. Cases of rabies 

were mainly observed in wildlife 
(3252 cases/ 73%) (Table 1). Since 
2001 the total number of wildlife 
rabies grew 1.5 to 3.7 fold. Hereby, 
the red fox (Vulpes vulpes) was the 
predominant species found positive. 
Fox rabies cases contributed to 86% 
to all wildlife cases. But increasing 
numbers were also observed in 
wolves (Canis lupus) and racoon 
dogs (Nyctereutes procyonoides). 
The latter observation is in 
accordance with the WHO data on 
the growing importance of the 
racoon dog in the epizootic of rabies 
in the European territory. Within the 
observed period, 476 dogs and 412 
cats were tested rabies positive, and 
increase of 1.8 and 2.1 fold, 
respectively. Pet animals contributed 
to 73.5% to all positive tested 
domestic animals.

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Most of the 320 rabies positive farm 
animals observed were cattle 
(86.9%). The total number of rabies 
cases in the Republic of Belarus was 
1232 in 2006 compared to 540 in 
2001.Veterinary laboratories are in 
charge of testing rabies suspected 
animals, for surveillance as well as in 
cases of human exposure. More than 
80 % of all tested animals were 
wildlife species. In domestic animals, 
pigs were never tested positive, 
whereas rabies was confirmed in 
33.7% of cattle samples and 41.9 % 
of horse samples. We analysed data 
from the Republic Centre of Hygiene, 
Epidemiology and Public Health from 
2001 -2005 on the reasons why 

persons seek medical services for 
post-exposure prophylactic 
treatment (PEP). As shown in table 2, 
PEP is administered primarily 
because people have been bitten by 
pet animals, i.e. dogs and cats 
(93.2%) followed by wildlife animals 
(3.8%) and farm animals (2.4%). 
During 2001-2005 wild animals’ bites 
were reported by 5039 persons 
including bites from foxes (2328), 
raccoon dogs (359), wolves (84) and 
other types of wild animals (2257). 
It is noteworthy that contacts with 
foxes and racoon dogs are reported 
both in urban and rural areas of 
Belarus.

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As a consequence of rising numbers 
in rabies cases and PEPs, intensive 
work was conducted to immunise 
domestic animals and capture stray 
dogs and cats. During 2001-2003, 
about 2.2 million dogs and 250 
thousand cats were vaccinated at the 
state’s cost. 
In order to start oral vaccination of 
wildlife reservoir species, a Pasteur 
Virus derived attenuated vaccine 
strain was developed. Chicken heads 
were used as baits and more than 
20000 vaccine filled baits were 
prepared and stored in frozen 
condition. Bait distribution was done 

manually according to the 
“Bowarskaya model”. Veterinary staff 
assisted by hunters and workers in 
the forest industry placed baits near 
dens of foxes and raccoon dogs in 
areas with high rabies prevalence.  
The total number of baits distributed 
was 15-20 baits per km². 
Despite some successes in wildlife 
immunisation, oral vaccination only 
covered less than 10% of the 
territory of Belarus – an insufficient 
proportion in order to control or 
eradicate rabies in wildlife.
