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1. Editorial

The rabies situation in Europe for the 3rd quarter 2007 is presented in tables and a map
in this issue. Although the overall number of rabies cases in terrestrial animals reported
increased by 616 to 1894 compared to the previous quarter, in relation to the 3rd
quarter the number has not changed significantly. In this issue we present information
on the first confirmed EBLV-2 case in Germany’s southwest close to Switzerland. The
Daubenton’s bat infected with EBLV-2 showed aggressive behaviour and bit the bat
handler several times. Fortunately, the person had just received the full pre-exposure
vaccination, highlighting the need for preventive measures also in bat rabies. In this
context, the second miscellaneous article announces the new WHO position paper on
rabies vaccines published in the Weekly Epidemiological Record, No. 49/50, 2007, 82,
425-436. WHO position papers, which are concerned primarily with the use of vaccines in
large-scale immunization programmes, summarize essential background information on
the respective diseases and vaccines, and conclude with the current WHO position
concerning their use in the global context. The inaugural 1st World Rabies Day (WRD) on
September 8th was a great success. From the beginning the WHO RBE supported this
day. Here we present a summary of the WRD provided by Peter Costa. The WRD 2008
will be moved to September 28th to recognize the anniversary of Louis Pasteur’s death
and to celebrate his contribution to preventing human rabies through the successful
development of the first efficacious rabies vaccine.

3.1 EBLV-2 infection confirmed in a Daubenton’s bat in Germany

From 1977 to 2006, a total number of
831 bat rabies cases were detected in
Europe and reported to the WHO
Collaborating Centre for Rabies
Surveillance and Research at the
Friedrich-Loeffler-Institute, Germany.
Interestingly, EBLV-2 was discovered
only in 15 cases, mostly in Daubenton’s
bats (Myotis daubentonii) and pond bats
(Myotis dasycneme), in only three
countries, The Netherlands, Switzerland
and the UK. So far, The Netherlands was
the only country where both genotypes
had been isolated from rabies-positive
bats.

A bat was found grounded and unable to
fly at a lake shore near the town of Bad
Buchau (WGS84 coordinates: 09°37'13",
N48°4'46), Biberach district, Baden-
Wirttemberg, Germany, in a nature
conservation area on August 18™ 2007.
It was taken to a local bat sanctuary for
rehabilitation where it showed unusual
behaviour starting on day 2 of the
hospitalization. Initially lethargic and
inconspicuous, the animal developed
agitation and, while awake, was restless
and climbing furiously in its cage. It was
impossible to feed the animal. During
this stage, the bat also showed
aggressive behaviour such as biting. The
animal was euthanized by a veterinarian
and submitted to the regional veterinary
lab where rabies was diagnosed.

On 21 August 2007 this bat was tested
rabies positive at the regional veterinary

laboratory in Aulendorf in the federal
state of Baden-Wirttemberg with a
standard fluorescence antibody test
(FAT). The animal was sent to the
National Reference Laboratory for Rabies
where rabies was confirmed by FAT and
the tissue culture inoculation test
(RTCIT). The morphological identification
as a Daubenton’s bat (Myotis
daubentonii) was supported by genetic
identification using partial sequencing of
the cytochrome B-gene.

This report confirms the presence of
EBLV-2 in Germany. Interestingly, the
geographic origin of the EBLV-2 positive
bat reported here close to the Swiss
border may suggest an association of the
German EBLV-2 case to the occurrence
of EBLV-2 infections in bats from
Switzerland. Based on the small number
of tested animals EBLV-2 may have a
much wider distribution in Germany and
perhaps also in other regions of Europe
than the limited number of EBLV-2 cases
might suggest.

Two human cases after EBLV-2 infections
have been recorded in Europe.
Fortunately, the bat handler from the bat
sanctuary had just completed the full
pre-exposure vaccination few weeks
before the incident as a precondition for
her affiliation. This stresses the
importance of adequate precautions
when handling bats.



3.2 Announcement - New Rabies vaccines WHO position paper published

In accordance with its mandate to
provide guidance to Member States on
health policy matters, WHO is issuing a
series of regularly updated position
papers on vaccines and vaccine
combinations against diseases that have
an international public health impact.
These papers, which are concerned
primarily with the use of vaccines in
large-scale immunization programmes,
summarize essential background
information on the respective diseases
and vaccines, and conclude with the
current WHO position concerning their
use in the global context. The papers are
reviewed by a number of experts within
and outside WHO and, since April 2006,
have been reviewed and endorsed by
WHQ’s Strategic Advisory Group of
Experts (SAGE) on vaccines and
immunization. The position papers are
designed for use mainly by national
public health officials and immunization
programme managers. However, they
may also be of interest to international
funding agencies, the vaccine
manufacturing industry, the medical
community, scientific media and the
public.

Meeting of the immunization Strategic
Advisory Group of Experts (SAGE),
November 2007 — conclusions and
recommendations?

SAGE reviewed a draft of an updated
position paper on rabies vaccines, which
was preceded by presentations on rabies
pathogenesis, the evidence for post-
exposure and pre-exposure prophylaxis,

and the rationale and evidence base for
the safety and efficacy of pre-exposure
and postexposure intradermal
immunization. The experience in Sri
Lanka of a successful shift to intradermal
administration of rabies vaccine,
including use in rural areas, was noted.
SAGE endorsed the recommendation
that the production and use of nerve
tissue vaccines for human use be
discontinued and replaced by modern
cell culture vaccines as soon as possible.
SAGE noted that studies have
demonstrated the feasibility, safety,
immunogenicity and cost-savings of
intradermal administration of cell culture
vaccines. Consistent with the 2004
expert consultation on rabies?, use of the
intradermal route for pre-exposure or
postexposure prophylaxis is an
acceptable alternative where modern
rabies vaccines are unaffordable or in
short supply. Vaccine wused in this
context should comply with the
recommendations for inactivated rabies
vaccine for human use produced in cell
substrates and embryonated eggs
adopted at the 2005 Expert Committee
on Biological Standardization meeting.?
These and other recommendations for
pre-exposure and post-exposure
prophylaxis are specified in the WHO
position paper.*

3.2 World Rabies Day (WRD) - a huge success

The first annual World Rabies Day (WRD)
was held on September 8, 2007 and was
a huge success. The objective of WRD is
to raise awareness on all levels of society
as to the fact that rabies is a totally
preventable disease and that all of the
tools required to eliminate this disease in
the main global animal reservoir, the
domestic dog, are currently available. In
addition, WRD was established to
enhance prevention and control of
human rabies  through increased
educational awareness and the use of
prompt and appropriate medical
prophylaxis. During the inaugural year of
this grass roots initiative, at least 74
countries participated in the observance
WRD through a wide variety of events
including: vaccination clinics, lectures
and educational seminars, media
outreach, museum and zoo exhibits,
parades, festivals, dances, puppet shows,
marches, runs, and dog walks.
Numerous countries, including Mexico
and Brazil, hosted events in every state.
With the initial goal of engaging 55,000
people to take some sort of action on
WRD, (one for each person who dies
each year from rabies), hundreds of
events were coordinated on local,
national and international levels
throughout the world.

Summary data submitted by event
coordinators around the world indicates
that nearly 400,000 people participated
in a World Rabies Day event, over
600,000 animal vaccinations were
administered and more than 54 million
people were educated worldwide! In
some countries, rabies experts convened
to discuss goals and plans for rabies
prevention and control, with several
countries initiating a national Rabies
Control Program in honour of this event.
Veterinary colleges around the world also
joined forces towards this effort, with 24
Colleges participating in the United
States and Caribbean, 15 in India, 5 in
Indonesia, and several in Mexico, Peru,
the Philippines and in several African
countries. The phenomenal global
response to the inaugural campaign
illustrates the urgent need for action to
control this devastating, but easily
preventable disease.

The enthusiastic support for WRD has
truly become contagious and events for
2008 are already in the planning stages.
“The global momentum going into the
2008 campaign is really extraordinary,”
said Peter Costa, Global Communications
Coordinator for ARC. "“We are already
receiving event submissions and we'’re
still well over 200 days out; we're
working hard to keep-up! Event
planners from last year are already
gearing up to have a much larger event
this year. Additionally, those who were
not able to organize an event last year
are keen about getting on-board early
and planning their first WRD event as
part of this year's campaign. We're
anticipating quite a turnout this year and
it's much welcomed”, said Costa. World
Rabies Day this year and future years
will be observed on September 28, The
date was moved to September 28" to
recognize the anniversary of Louis
Pasteur’s death and to celebrate his
contribution to preventing human rabies
through the successful development of
the first efficacious rabies vaccine.

WRD is a major achievement for the
rabies prevention community and the
WRD campaign remains committed to its
objective of raising global awareness and
resources to enhance the prevention and
control of rabies. The WRD team would
like to renew its invitation to everyone
involved in public health to be a part of
this great initiative. Last year’s campaign
energized community based health
organizations to become involved and it
is clear that WRD presents an unique
opportunity for all of us to promote
rabies awareness in our own institutions,
villages, cities, countries and
international organizations and to spread
the word that no one need die of this
dreadful disease as virtually every death
can be prevented. Now is the time for
“Working Together to Make Rabies
History!”
